Outer Loop Trail Project  
As a part of the $10 million Capital Campaign 

of improvements for Memorial Park, Memorial 

Park Conservancy is raising $2 million to com-

plete an all-weather Outer Loop Trail. This trail 

will mirror the Seymour Leiberman Exer-Trail 

on the opposite side of Memorial Loop East 

and West. The trail will provide 2.525 addi-

tional miles of usable trails within the park 

itself, giving users an alternative to the trail 

along the busy Memorial Drive and heavy traf-

fic emissions. The trails will be widened and 

given a hard edge that will blend with the sur-

rounding landscape. Handicapped accessibility 

will be included in all design plans. SWA Group 

will prepare the design plans and engineering 

construction documents for the project. Me-

morial Park Conservancy, a community-led 

non-profit, works in cooperation with Houston 

Parks & Recreation Department, under a De-

velopment Contract passed by City Council in 

2008.  These projects are part of a five-year 

campaign of improvements to the park includ-
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tion, Trail Lighting, and a Running/Trails Cen-

ter.

There have been some minor security incidents in the last year, and 

most of those have been associated with break-ins of vehicles parked 

on the street or in driveways. Additional stop signs have been installed 

at some intersections to help slow the speed of vehicles traveling 

through our neighborhood.

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Join the City of Houston and Go Green! 

Effective April  5, 2010, if you are going 

to bag up yard waste, it must be in  an 

approved compostable bag, displaying 

the City of Houston logo.  Yard trim-

mings placed in the trash bin or any 

other type of bag or container WILL NOT 

be collected. APPROVED  compostable 

bags can be bought at any supermarket 

or hardware store. To find a list of cur-

rent retailers an more information  

please go to the SWD web site at 

ww.houstonsolidwaste.org. 

A regular trash bag can take over 100 

years to decompose! But when it comes 

to yard waste, like grass clippings and 

leaves, you have choices: grass-cycling, 

composting, or the use of compostable 

bags. So why fill  up the landfills? By di-

verting this material from area land-

fills, the city anticipates saving at least 

$1.5 million dollars annually while 

preserving the environment and valu-

able landfill  space. The Solid Waste 

Department (SWD) will use these sav-

ings to add more Houstonians to the 

Automated Recycling Program.   

Since last fall, Crestwood Glencove 

has had automated curbside recycling.  

All recyclable materials go in the 96-gallon bin 

and are taken to an automated sorting cen-

ter. Please do not use your green recycling 

bin as a trash can for food, garbage or yard 

waste . Make sure your green recycling bin is 

at least three feet from your black trash bin 

so the different trucks can get to them easily. 

And, as a courtesy to your neighbors, please
